1. Southeast Africa trading center
2. Mystery kingdom: all that remains are great stone ruins

C. Ghana
1. West Africa, Niger River

2. Trade center: exported gold, imported salt in a trans-Sahara trade route
D. Mali 
1. West Africa, Muslim kingdom
2. Mansa Musa doubled size of empire, went on a hajj

III. Slave Trade

A. All early civilizations had slavery: From war, tribute, debt, or offspring

B. Arabs Muslims expanded the slave trade
C. Europeans were later a new market for African slaves
